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a chronology of incidents, events and change in an incomplete and evolving suburban parish
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Over a period of twelve months, a series of historical displays was set up on a notice board
in the Parish Centre foyer, drawing interest and comment from parishioners and visitors,
some of whom expressed a desire to secure a copy for themselves, and so an effort was
made to meet these requests.

Material had been extracted from the past Vestry and Parish Council Minute Books and
other items of historical interest, or record.

We do not claim absolute accuracy in every instance, particularly where records or other
source materials are vague, but in such cases have placed people and events as near as
we can to the time of the reported actions or activities.

The displays referred to in the opening paragraph above were an incidental by-product of
collecting, copying and collating archival material of the parish, but this printed chronology
would not have been possible without the significant help and encouragement of Rhonda
Gilmour, Janet Martin, Sandy Facy, Helen Wise, and Cameron Dow, to whom | offer my
grateful thanks.

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Notes to the Reader

St Andrew, a follower of John the Baptist, was one of the first disciples of Jesus Christ. A

fisherman of Galilee in about 30 A.D. who left his fishing business together with his brother Simon

Peter and his partners James and John, to follow Jesus. As one of the 12 Apostles he was intent

on bringing others to meet Jesus, and shared inthe mi ni stry of proclaiming God
healing the sick and driving out evil. At the time of
scene but resumed his mission after the resurrection until his own execution, in which tradition

has it that he was put to death on a diagonal cross at Patras in Achaia (Modern Greece) in 60

A.D., preaching to those in attendance as he suffered.

The choice of St Andrew as the patron saint of the church is said to have been due to the patriotic
sentiments of Mr J. W. McDonald, who was a perfervid Scot as well as a prominent founder.

Halcomb in 1914. He was Warden from 1872 to 1916, except for four years. In his time he had
sung in the choir, been a lay reader, Sunday School teacher, bell ringer and Synodsman. Ill health
forced him to give up the office of Warden; but he continued to assist the Rector and Wardens
with his experience and legal knowledge. In 1918 though confined to his bed, he drafted the
submission to Parliament to alter the Trust Deed. He died in 1919.

In the beginning i there was the land, subdivided into 100acre (approx)
blocks in 1838, for sale to settlers who could afford to purchase, some of
which were eventually secured by Mr William Williams, a brewer of
Walkerville who subsequently offered half of Lot 71 on the corner of Fuller
and Newman (later Church Terrace) Streets, for the purpose of building a
Church of England place of worship when a group of interested residents
expressed a need for such.

Initial enthusiasm resulted in a formation of a committee and the digging of
foundations in 1847, but lack of funds led to no further action.

By chance a Mr George Wright Hawkes, who resided on East Terrace, on his
morning walk after a swim in the Torrens River, noticed the foundation layout,
sought information and guaranteed to raise the money if the committee
continued to act. The money, including a Government grant of £150, was
raised and the first building (40ft x 25ft) of limestone with brick corners and a
10ft tower, was erected. The initial furniture and fittings were provided by Mr
Hawkes, including open rather than closed pews to seat 180 people. Initially
the Holy Vessels for Communi on wer
(Halifax Street); the directors of the Burra Copper Mines provided the bell
which weighed 360Ibs.

On a very wet 23 August, at a 10:30a.m. service, the church was dedicated
by Bishop Short (first Anglican Bishop of Adelaide) in the presence of 40-50
adults and several c hi | dr en. The Bishopds Cha
(first headmaster of St Peterds Col
Hale read the Epistle. Offertory was £19-0-4. The service was followed by a
lunch at Mr Wil liams®d homea sehbokoore fori

At subsequent services, collections were put towards the building of a sacristy
and purchase of a clock for the tower.

The Rev. T. P. Wilson (the first incumbent) conducted one service on
Sundays, relieved at times by Rev. E. K. Miller who resided nearby, and Rev.
Allon and Rev. Jenkins from the college.

Despite apathy and indifference from the villagers, land of 50ft frontage and
100ft depth (portion of acre 47) on Smith Street was purchased from Mr
Vesey for £16-10-0, and the erection of a classroom began with Mr Weir as
architect and Messrs Jones & Bowley the builders, for a room 40ft x 20ft at a
cost not to exceed £280. The school opened on 23™ September with Mr
William Owen as the first Master.

Mr William Williams gave the other half of Lot 71 for the purpose of providing
a suitable parsonage for the minister although it took some years to
accumulate the required funds for such a building.



Rev. T. P. Wilson was succeeded in March by the Rev. John Watson who
became the first resident minister.

Action taken to provide a suitable parsonage for Rev. Packard, eventually
a house in Warwick Street was purchased.

No minutes recorded for this period.

Tuesday 2™ April. This is the next recorded meeting. It was adjourned, as
the Rector and Mr Belt were the only persons present. At the resumption
of the adjourned meeting, there being only three persons present, the
incumbent, acting under clause 3 of the Trust Deed, appointed Mr C. B.
Young and Mr W. Nobes as churchwardens until Easter 1862.

A graduated scale of pew rents was adopted during the year, and special
contributions were sought towards repairs of the Warwick Street
parsonage.

Repairs to the church required. Tender of £81-10-0 accepted and a
subscribers list drawn up. Rev. Packard died of fever. Subsequent
acceptance of incumbency by Rev. George Dove.

A proposal for weekly, rather than monthly contributions was not
accepted.

He had been a synodsman, lay reader,
Sunday school teacher and bellringer. He single-handedly decorated the east
wall of the sanctuary, often working with a candle in one hand and the paint
brush in the other on cold winter mornings before going on to his work in the
city. His decoration was obliterated in 1965, when the wall had to be repaired
against the damage of salt damp, and cracking.

This year the glebe land (two acres of land at the junction of Edwin and
Stephen Terraces) was sold for £90 to raise the endowment. It was proposed
to build a parsonage adjacent to the church and efforts were made to secure
funds. Contributions were received towards a memorial window to Lady
Fergusson.

A weekly envelope system instituted in church with positive results.

Parish Hall site, 120ft frontage x 250ft deep, adjoining the rectory land was
purchased for £560. Church roof slates were repaired.
The Vestry voted £30 towards the Day School expenses.

Concern about the Day School finances resulted in a Special Vestry Meeting
and a further £50 contribution to assist.

Rev. Hewqill raised to the position of Canon.

Some 22 sidesmen now available to assist at services, presumably on a
roster.
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Another Special Vestry Meeting decided that £177 was the minimum annual
requirement of the Day School from the Parish. Nothing was paid from church
funds.

Canon Hewgill appointed Archdeacon of the Broughton.
World War 2 declared. Basic wage increase deferred during the hostilities,
held at £3-10-0 a week, for 2 adults and 2 children.

The revised Trust Deed, drafted by Sir Bruce Ross, was presented to the
Vestry on 23 November, confirmed at a Special Vestry Meeting on 18"

and the Day School under that council; the first Trust Deed in which the Day
School is mentioned.

Roller bearings were fitted to the bells, funded by public appeal. No funds
available for church extensions.

The proposal for enlarging the church involving significant alteration and
reconstruction was considered too costly and deferred for possible
reconsideration at some future time.

The first Parish Council was elected under the requirements of the new
(1949) Trust Deed at the 23" of May Vestry Meeting and also became the
governing body of the Day School. The Wardens were the executive officers
of the Parish Council; the Bishop was to convene the first meeting only, of
any Patronage Committee. Previously, attendance at Vestry Meetings was
usually small; there was seldom much discussion, Parish affairs being left
predominantly to the Rector and War
a minimum of £500 a year and to rise in proportion to the basic wage, but in
this case the incumbent refused such a rise. Travel allowance rose to £100
per year.

The School Centenary was celebrated with a Ball and other activities.

Five companies tendered for the building of the parish facility with estimates
varying from $529,860 to $645,560. Badge Constructions were the selected
builders with an estimated completion figure of $529,860. (incl. G.S.T)
Siteworks commenced, during which approval from the Attorney-Ge n e r
Office was necessary for the re-location of an early grave then situated
between the church and the rectory, followed by a slight delay when human
remains were found outside the burial plot.
